The Friendship State Bank Cross Plains branch gets a facelift
8/25/05 - Friendship, IN – The Friendship State Bank recently remodeled the interior of their branch at Cross Plains. The carpet, wallpaper and counter tops were showing signs of wear since their installation in 1992, when the office was opened.

A top to bottom interior remodeling was planned by interior designer Nan Lemon and the project was overseen by FSB premises manager Paul Stenger. The project reinforces The Friendship State Bank’s commitment to the Cross Plains community.

In addition to new wallpaper, carpeting, and blinds, a new teller line and check writing station were added. A refurbished vintage Cross Plains State Bank safe is also on display in the lobby and the walls are hung with historic vintage photographs of the area.

The building was originally built as the Cross Plains State Bank in 1906.

“The remodeling started in May,” said Stenger. “The reason the project seemed lengthy was that we did the work in phases when the bank was closed to limit the impact on our customers. We only had to close the bank one business day, and that was to install the new teller line, which is a two-day job.”

The Friendship State Bank, founded in 1912, combines modern technology with sensible community banking through its branches serving customers in Friendship, Dillsboro, Versailles, Rising Sun, Cross Plains, and soon, Vevay.
